Message from WMDC
As interested parties in the library review we want to bring you up to date with where we are and provide you with an idea of how we are planning to progress the review over the coming months.

WHERE WE ARE NOW
Following the information gathered in Stage 1 and Stage 2 (The Big Conversation/Community Sounding) we were able to make recommendations around a future model of provision - a Hub and Satellite Model'  for the library and information service.
On 26th July 2011, the Council’s Cabinet agreed to proceed to Stage 3 of the review, which is to consult the public on the 'Hub and Satellite Model of Provision' outlined in the Cabinet paper - please click on this link to see the Cabinet paper and details of the proposed model. http://www.wakefield.gov.uk/CultureAndLeisure/Libraries/LibraryReview/background.htm at the bottom of that page.

This consultation with residents of the Wakefield district will commence on the 12th September, for a 12 week period ending Friday 2nd December 2011. It will involve both on-street sample surveys to ascertain thoughts around the principles of the model and a self completion survey which provides any resident with an opportunity to comment and a route to collect local information.

We would like to ask you all to promote the consultation and encourage as many residents of the district to participate in the self completion survey as possible. AFTER THE PUBLIC CONSULTATION
Based on the findings of the public consultation we will be developing final recommendations around the Hub and Satellite elements of the service, which will then be considered by Members.
 We have been asked by some parties if we will be re-opening the opportunity to submit a Big Conversation/Community Sounding Response. We have all the Big Conversation/Community Sounding responses received in Stage 2 on file, and this clearly showed us there is interest from other parties in delivering library services. The decision whether to re-open the Big Conversation will be determined by the findings of the Stage 3 public consultation and will form part of the Cabinet paper recommendations. So for the moment we don't require any further responses at this time.
