For Your Information.
By direction from the Parish Council designated patrols have been made which have built on the positive reports of the past couple of months where an increased police presence has resulted in another favourable report which takes in the Christmas and New Year period.
In spite of the inclement weather SAFE officers have stopped & checked 22 persons within the Parish where concern by the officers patrolling prompted them to be checked.  They have stopped in excess of 20 motorists and conducted 7 vehicle document checks to ensure the lawful use of vehicles on the Parish’s roads.  They have made 7 prosecutions for speeding at locations throughout the Parish particularly on Shay Lane which is still the main area for speeding offences, these checks will continue, advice has been given in relation to other traffic related issues.  Intelligence reports have also been submitted for the attention of other SAFE & NPT officers.
Again attention has been paid in relation to complaints of anti social behaviour on School Lane after reports emerged of an increase in Anti Social Behaviour (ASB), this location is still a  NPT priority along side the SAFE officers remit of increased patrols at this location. Patrols have also extended onto Cherry Tree as there has been increased anti social activity around the Chinese take away and disruption by officers is taking place with one incident call to the location being attended re an upturned bin by local youths.

Additional patrols have been made around the allotments, Library, school grounds and tennis courts. No alcohol was seized this month which is good news; however checks for alcohol will still be a priority and will continue. 
Youth workers attended the Crofton area with their activity bus on 29th January which took youths from the Walton area. They have been requested to re-attend on Saturday evenings which they seemed keen to do.
