For Your Information.
By direction from the Parish Council designated patrols have been made around the allotments, Park & School Lane, The Balk & Shay Lane, the School & Library, Cherry Tree & Brooklands Estate Walton.

SAFE officers have stopped & checked persons within the Parish where concern by the officers patrolling prompted them to be checked.  They have stopped 23 motorists and conducted 16 vehicle document checks to ensure the lawful use of vehicles on the Parish’s roads and made 3 prosecutions for speeding at locations throughout the Parish. Shay Lane is still the main area for speeding offences and these checks will continue. Two people were issued with Section 59 anti social behaviour notices towards their vehicle use and 3 verbal warnings where given for motoring offences.  Intelligence reports have been submitted for the attention of other SAFE & NPT officers.
Again attention has been paid in relation to complaints and anti social behaviour in The Grove area and these have extended into the sheltered housing areas to reassure residents of police patrols in the area, there has been increased anti social activity around the Chinese take away and disruption by officers is taking place with a total of 63 youths being stopped and asked to account for themselves.  Additional patrols have been made around the allotments, Library, school grounds, around the playing fields and tennis courts where a large number of the youths were made to stop and account for themselves, on two occasions youths have been expelled from the tennis courts and a small amount of alcohol was poured away from unattended bottles, these checks will continue and are still a local priority for us.
