Annual Report.

Walton SAFE Scheme – 1st April 2008 – 31st March 2009.
I am pleased to be able to give this my fourth annual report as Manager for the Walton SAFE Scheme for the period between 1st April 2008 & 31st March 2009.
The Parish council at Walton has again supported the SAFE Scheme and has provided funds for the scheme to continue within the parish.  This will provide a level of policing over and above what you would normally expect to police issues which the residents of the Parish deem important to them. The funds are broken down to cover the twelve-month financial period that spans April 08 to March 09 and this means that the village was policed by approximately 37 hrs per month over and above what normal policing would be delivered by the Neighbourhood Policing Team (NPT)
I am pleased to announce that 2008-09 has shown a decrease yet again in reported occurrences within the parish and it is down from 108 in 2007-08 to 95 in 2008-09.  This continuous presence throughout the year by SAFE officers goes to show the impact an additional police presence can have in the community especially when coupled with a dedicated NPT presence who are using information supplied by members of the Parish, SAFE and Special Constabulary officers to focus efforts where needed.
We have seen the retirement of Inspector Karen Bailes whose support of the SAFE Scheme made a lot possible over and above what was budgeted for and your thanks were passed onto her.  
Taking over from Karen is Inspector Helen Brear who has been with us for a few months now as head of the NPT Rural Team which covers the Parish.  Helen is currently building on and implementing new strategies which in consultation with our policing partners are committed to the reduction of reported occurrences and anti social behaviour. This cooperation is reassuring residents that we have their interests at heart and so again I am urging the residents of the Parish to continue supporting the police by reporting suspicious people, vehicles and incidents to us so that we can address them.  
Although there have been changes on the Parish Council over the year I would like to extend my thanks to the previous members and also to the new members who have joined the council and extend an invite to them to approached me both publicly and privately in addressing concerns within the village so that I can provide direction to deploy the resources I have at my disposal as scheme manager to enable a rapid resolution to problems.
In addition to those thanks, I would also like to thank Dave Laybourne, Vicki Cocliffe, Kate Smith & Dominic Scarr for their un-wavering support in all weather during the year and to Eddie Davis and other officers/PCSO’s from within the Neighbourhood Policing Teams for their continuing assistance in helping to address SAFE issues within the Parish.
