For Your Information.
There has been a drastically reduced number of hours worked on the Walton SAFE scheme in February 2010.
The main reason for this is that the funding paid by the Parish Council has all been spent. PS Day has looked into this matter and will report to the Parish Council tonight.
Most of the officers from Rural NPT have also been working in the area as part of the StreetSAFE government funded initiative. The statistics for this are much less accurate in terms of time and location, but there has been on average of 4 officers, PC’s and PCSO’s working every Friday and Saturday night since the first week in January. They have been working alongside staff from NACRO, speaking to local youths and trying to identify diversionary activities. Over 19/20th Feb, 224 youths were stopped across the district and spoken to.
Of the hours worked on the SAFE scheme, there were 6 people stopped and asked to account for their actions, no alcohol was seized. No traffic officers have worked this month. The speeding issues on Shay Lane will however be looked at in normal duty time in March by PC Laybourne. The area will continue to be visited under the StreetSAFE initiative and normal policing activity.
Two of the Ward 5 officers from Rural NPT are moving on 1st April 2010 to the Central NPT as part of a restructure. Rural NPT will lose Ward 16 as part of this which covers Eastmoor and Portobello. These will mean a new police officer as Beat Manager on one team for Ward 5. Whether the PCSO will be replaced has not been decided at this time.
