March did not see any hours worked as part of the SAFE scheme, however during the “Street Safe” initiative patrols were made within the Parish, and as part of the officers remit they were advised of problem areas which were pertinent to the SAFE scheme and as such Parish areas of concern were met, this scheme however has now finished.
Hours in relation to April have been allocated by PS Day, he has informed me that these hours will be allocated to officers to maximise their presence within the Parish and will only be used as part of an extended shifts unless pressing concerns are identified.

The ‘Connections’ mobile information vehicle has been in the Crofton area at weekend times and this has contributed to lower anti social activity in the Walton area by virtue of youths from Walton making use of this facility.
Other news to report is that as part of his everyday patrols PC Laybourne as a Roads Policing officer has been in the village and has prosecuted three motorists for speeding in the Shay Lane area.  It is hoped that PC Laybourne will be again tasked with traffic matters throughout April.

On a final note for this month Inspector Brear will be moving roles into a projects unit and is being replaced by A/Ins Farr who will be fully briefed on Parish matters prior to taking over from Ins Brear.  Any appointments made by Ins Brear will be honoured by A/Ins Farr,
