For Your Information.
For the month of April 2010 patrolling of the Parish Council SAFE scheme returned to normal. Officers spent 24hrs in the area, mostly dealing with areas where Anti Social Behaviour has or is being an issue. 
School Lane was given plenty of cover, however, despite officers patrolling in the school holiday times, there were no large gatherings of youths in this area. There have been reports and additional evidence of youths congregating and drinking on the Walton Nature Reserve. PC Davis had a walk round there on a Friday and Saturday night; on the Friday a group of youths ran away on his approach, leaving a large number of cans and bottles behind. PC Davis has informed the Council Wildlife Warden, John Baxter. On the Saturday there was no suggestion the youths had returned. Local stores have been visited and no ASB has been reported. One of the crime reports relates to damage to the hide.
Officers have also patrolled around the New Inn in relation to parking issues, but there were no problems at the time they were there.

Officers covering the SAFE scheme were deployed to a police incident at Waterton Park Golf Club where youths had been causing a nuisance. Most made off on police arrival, though 5 were stopped and spoken to. It later transpired that damage had been caused to the irrigation system on one of the greens. 

PC Laybourne was on Shay Lane for a number of hours last month. He issued 8 speeding tickets and gave out 2 verbal warnings.
