For the month of May 2010, officers spent 22hrs patrolling on the Parish Council SAFE Scheme.

For the last month officers have patrolled in and around the area as required. It has been a quiet month in the area on the whole, only 4 calls to the police of an anti social behaviour nature. There are signs of continued use of the hide on the nature reserve. No further damage has been reported there, but empty bottles/cans of alcohol have been removed.
Officers are monitoring the water problem on the corner of school lane. The council and Yorkshire Water are aware of the problem. So far there has been minimal traffic disruption.

Pubs in the area have been visited to try and identify problem locations for the World Cup games. Whilst most locations are going to be showing the matches, none are expecting large increases in customers and none are having drinks promotions.
PC Laybourne was on Shay Lane for a number of hours last month. He issued 3 speeding tickets and one ticket for parking on School Lane.
