By direction from the Parish Council and acting on intelligence patrols have been made around Shay Lane School and grounds, the library, the Park & School Lane, the Allotments, The Balk & Shay Lane, Cherry Tree & Brooklands Estate Walton, SAFE officers have stopped & checked persons within the Parish who were in situations where concern was raised by the officers, these people were advised accordingly.

Attention has been paid to youths congregating on School Lane, the Post Office and Cherry Tree stores Re anti social behaviour, this is still a local priority for us.

Officers have also continued with their patrols in The Grove area due to previous garden thefts occurring and these have extended into the sheltered housing areas to reassure residents of police patrols in the area, the school also saw increased patrols in relation to unauthorised use of its grounds.

Motorists have been stopped and vehicle document checks conducted to ensure the lawful use of vehicles on the Parish’s roads and six prosecutions for speeding have been made on Shay Lane.  Fixed penalty tickets have been given along with verbal warnings were appropriate.
