This report covers the period between the 1st & 31st December 2008, where officers from the Walton S.A.F.E Scheme worked addressing issues which the Parish Council brought to our attention on behalf of its Parishioners.  Over and above the normal calls we receive and deal with there were 15 recorded incidents within the parish which I can report on; this is an increase of 0 in relation to the November report. 
Reports.
· There were no assaults recorded this month that I can report on.
· There were 1 incident relating to a House Burglary within the Parish where the offenders was disturbed in the premises and was chased off, unfortunately the offender was not apprehended.
· There were 2 other reports of burglary but this time they were to a shed and an un occupied house; items were stolen from the shed but nothing was taken from the unoccupied house.
· There were 2 reports of minor damage caused to two houses on School Lane and 1 to the slide in the playground, damage was also caused to some of the greens at the Golf course and a further report of minor damage to a house window on Shay Lane was also reported.
· There were 3 reports of minor damage or interference with motor vehicles at various locations throughout the Parish with 2 windows and a wing mirror being damaged.
· There were 2 thefts from vehicles reported, one being the actual glass from the wing mirrors of a car and the other being chocolate locked secure in the rear of a vehicle.
· Lastly; there were 2 reports of thefts, one in relation to roofing slates being taken from a low roof and the theft of some flower bulbs being dug up and taken.

As a result of designated patrols in Walton officers have stopped & checked 11 people on Shay Lane and School Lane and in the Park where concern re youths drinking and acting anti socially have been made (11 cans of lager, 4 bottles of cider were seized).
20 people were given fixed penalties for speeding on Shay Lane (this means that 3 points will be added to their licence and a £60 fine) and one person was arrested for Drink Driving.  Verbal warnings & education re other minor traffic violations and anti social behaviour were also given out.
