This report covers the period between the 1st & 28th February 2009, where officers from the Walton S.A.F.E Scheme worked addressing issues which the Parish Council brought to our attention on behalf of its Parishioners.  Over and above the normal calls we receive and deal with there were 6 recorded incidents within the parish which I can report on; this is an increase of 2 in relation to the January report. 
Reports.
· There was 1 assault recorded this month which has resulted in the arrest and detection of this matter.
· There was 1 incident relating to an attempted house burglary within the Parish where the offenders were unable to get access to the house, however damage was caused to the window frame. 

· There was one other report of attempted burglary, this time to a shed, entry was gained but the offenders either made off or decided not to steal anything as nothing was reported missing.

· There was 1 report of minor damage caused to some property outside a house which had been left there overnight; this was of a very minor nature.

· There was one report were a Post Office card was fraudulently used to obtain money from the persons account, this is still being investigated.

· Finally at approximately 4pm on Thursday 5th February there was a report of a dangerous dog worrying sheep near to Brook Farm, Walton.  A black Staffordshire bull terrier dog had attacked a sheep in a field resulting in the sheep having to be humanely destroyed.  Police are looking for a White male in dark clothing who was with the dog at the time (Any information please pass to me or PC Eddie Davis).

For Your Information.           
As a result of designated patrols in Walton officers have stopped & Searched 2 people and stopped and made to account for their presence at a location 2 others.  As a result of these actions 16 cans of Lager/Beer, 2 x 35cl bottles of Vodka and 3 x ½ litres of Cider were taken from youths within the Parish.  

Patrols by both SAFE & NPT have been made in the Park and School Lane where concern re youths drinking and acting anti socially have been made, these patrols will continue to take place with increased frequency to resolve these problems.

Six people were issued fixed penalties for speeding at Council identified hotspots and four people were given verbal warnings for other minor traffic matters.
