For Your Information.
By direction from the Parish Council designated patrols have been made around the allotments, Park & School Lane, The Balk & Shay Lane, the School & Library, Cherry Tree & Brooklands Estate Walton.

SAFE officers have stopped & made to account fifteen persons within the Parish who were in situations where concern by the officers patrolling prompted police intervention.  They have stopped motorists and conducted vehicle document checks to ensure the lawful use of vehicles on the Parish’s roads and made prosecutions for speeding at locations throughout the Parish.
Attention has been paid to youths congregating around the Post Office and Cherry Tree stores in relation to complaints and anti social behaviour, this is still a local priority for us.
Officers have also continued with their patrols in The Grove area due to previous garden thefts occurring and these have extended into the sheltered housing areas to reassure residents of police patrols in the area.

Yorkshire and Humber

Yorkshire and Humber Crimestoppers is dedicated to fighting crime across Yorkshire and Humber. 

We help to promote the charity in communities across the region, to let people know that Crimestoppers is there for them as an anonymous route to pass on information about crime. Crimestoppers guarantees anonymity, which means that no-one can ever find out who passed on information about crime. 

To pass on information about crime anonymously, call Crimestoppers on 0800 555 111 or fill out our secure, encrypted online  Form. 

Yorkshire and Humber Crimestoppers is run by volunteers – each and every one is a vital link with the community in the region. If you think you'd like to volunteer for Yorkshire and Humber Crimestoppers, please phone us or go online and fill out our Volunteer Enquiry Form.

How to give information?  Crimestoppers is here for you anytime of the day or night. 
By phone

Call 0800 555 111 any time to talk to one of our experienced call handlers. We will ask questions about the crime you have information on but will never ask questions about you. Talking things through helps you provide the full picture and makes sure the best use can be made of your information. It's a good idea to ring when you've got time to talk and you won't be disturbed. 

We will never attempt to trace or record your call – not even for quality control or monitoring purposes. We do not have the facility to use 1471 to find your phone number. If you are at all concerned, reassure yourself by dialling 141 before 0800 555 111, which blocks your phone number. Or use a phone box – it's free. 

Because Crimestoppers is an 0800 number, calls are free and don't show up on a BT or cable phone bill. Calls to Crimestoppers on 0800 555 111 are currently free from all the existing mobile networks - 3, BT Mobile, Fresh, O2, Orange, T-Mobile, Virgin and Vodafone. We have been told that calls will not appear on any of these bills. If you don't speak English or if English is not your first language, you can still give us information anonymously via a translation service. Your call will be answered by someone who speaks English. You will need to tell them which language you speak. Have a look at our information in other languages.

Skype and internet calling services

We don't advise callers to use Skype, or other internet calling services, when they want to give information to Crimestoppers anonymously on 0800 555 111. This is because we cannot guarantee your anonymity - other users on your computer may be able to find out that you've called Crimestoppers and it's possible that your computer could be located by the IP address. As the anonymity of our callers is vital, please do not use Skype and internet calling services to call us. Instead, call 0800 555 111 using a landline or mobile phone, or fill out our anonymous online Giving Information Form, which is encrypted so that you cannot be traced.

Online 

You can fill in our anonymous online Giving Information Form to give information online. We've provided some questions to help you tell us everything you know. The information will be sent to us over a secure internet connection which makes sure you, and your computer, are anonymous. Our call handlers read what you have sent us and will take out any information that might identify you before forwarding it to the relevant authorities. 

Most Wanted

Appeals for information about people being looked for by the police can be found in our Most Wanted section. You can give information to Crimestoppers on these appeals either by phone, 0800 555 111, or online - just select the 'Give information anonymously' button that appears on the left-hand side of every page, or click the button on the appeal page. If you call us on 0800 555 111, it helps us to have the appeal reference number, beginning CS. 

Alternatively, the police may give a direct number you can contact them on if you are willing to give them a statement. 

Remember that Crimestoppers is not part of the police service - we are an independent charity and we guarantee your anonymity when you call us on 0800 555 111 with information about crime.

Text

We currently do not accept information by text message or photos taken by your phone. This is because we are not satisfied that we can receive useful information in these ways which does not reveal your identity. We refuse to compromise the anonymity of our callers.
