	Monthly Hours Worked in 2008
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This report covers the period between the 1st & 30th June 2009, where officers from the Walton S.A.F.E Scheme worked addressing issues which the Parish Council brought to our attention on behalf of its Parishioners.  Over and above the normal calls we receive and deal with there were 11 recorded incidents within the parish which I can report on; this is an increase of 1 in relation to the May report. 
Reports.
· Arson – At the community centre, this matter has been detected and a youth arrested.
· A burglary shed was committed where a bike  was stolen from within.  Please use quality locks with Screws and bolts to secure them (if possible) which do not allow the screws to show as these can be easily removed.
· Criminal Damage- Motor Vehicle. There were 2 reports, both relating to cars, both criminal in nature, one stationary and one which was being driven at the time. Enquiries are still ongoing.
· Criminal Damage-Non Specific. No reports down one from last month.
· Drugs – No reports down one from last month (However 2 drug searches were conducted without the officers finding anything)
· Interference with a motor vehicle.  No reports down one from last month.

· Theft from vehicle.  No reports down four from last month.

· Theft-Non specific.  There were 6 reports of this crime all in proximity to each other.  These are being investigated and enquiries are on going.  Up five from last month.
· There was one theft of a pedal cycle reported which is still being looked into.

For Your Information.
As a result of designated patrols in Walton, SAFE officers have stopped & made to account two persons within the Parish, given 1 verbal warning to a speeding motorist, prosecuted 14 people for speeding at locations within the Parish.  

Patrols have been made this month by SAFE officers in relation to complaints and anti social behaviour on School Lane and the park area, this is still a priority. 
Patrols have been made at the usual locations of the allotments, Shay Lane, The Balk, Cherrytree & Brooklands Estates where concern re youths drinking and acting anti socially have been made, these patrols will continue to take place with increased frequency to resolve these problems.  
Officers have also increased their patrols in The Grove area due to a number of garden thefts occurring at the beginning of the month, these will continue to reassure residents.

There has again been emphasis placed on traffic issues within the Parish and as a result there were 15 fixed penalty tickets issued for speeding and a vehicle was seized for having no insurance as well.
