This report covers the period between the 1st & 31st March 2009, where officers from the Walton S.A.F.E Scheme worked addressing issues which the Parish Council brought to our attention on behalf of its Parishioners.  Over and above the normal calls we receive and deal with there were 5 recorded incidents within the parish which I can report on; this is a decrease of 1 in relation to the February report. 
Reports.
· There were 2 assaults recorded this month, one is undetected and the police are looking to arrest a suspect in the other. This is one up from last month.
· There was 1 incident relating to an attempted house burglary within the Parish where the offenders pushed the key out of the lock and then reached through the Cat-Flap to recover the key, fortunately the offenders were disturbed and made off. 
· There was 1 report of burglary to a detached garage where the offenders took an off road motorcycle, investigations are still ongoing.
· Lastly there was a report of threats being made via text on a mobile phone, this is still being investigated and is linked to an assault within the Parish.

For Your Information.   
As a result of designated patrols in Walton SAFE officers have stopped & searched one person for Cannabis and 4 people and were stopped and made to account for their presence within the Parish.  

Patrols have been made this month primarily by NPT with SAFE officers supplementing the patrols. Because of complaints and anti social behaviour the officers have been abstracted from the SAFE patrols to provide additionality to the NPT officers to focus on Parish issues, this decision was approved by the Chair Mr Bone so that the funds saved could be utilised to provide additional patrols in the Half Term school holidays.  

Patrols have been made on School Lane & the park, the allotments, Shay Lane, The Balk, Cherrytree & Brooklands Estates where concern re youths drinking and acting anti socially have been made, these patrols will continue to take place with increased frequency to resolve these problems.
