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This report covers the period between the 1st & 31st May 2009, where officers from the Walton S.A.F.E Scheme worked addressing issues which the Parish Council brought to our attention on behalf of its Parishioners.  Over and above the normal calls we receive and deal with there were 10 recorded incidents within the parish which I can report on; this is an increase of 8 in relation to the April report. 
Reports.
· Criminal Damage- Motor Vehicle. There were 2 reports, one relating to a motor bike which appeared malicious in nature and the other to a car which was more vandalism than malicious.
· Criminal Damage-Non Specific.  There was 1 report.  This was to greens on a local golf course and other structures within the grounds.

· Drugs – There was 1 report.  A vehicle with youths in was stopped by SAFE officers and the driver was apprehended with Cannabis, he was promptly dealt with and received a caution for possession of the drug.
· Interference with a motor vehicle.  There was 1 report. This crime was at the same time as the three crimes below but nothing was stolen.
· Theft from vehicle.  There were 4 reports.  This is a cluster of 3 crimes which happened at the same time at one location on Oakenshaw Lane and a further crime further along the road twenty days previously where parts were taken off the vehicle.
· Theft-Non specific.  This was at a local function room where a handbag which was placed on the top of a table was stolen whilst people were not watching.

For Your Information.
As a result of designated patrols in Walton, SAFE officers have stopped & made to account one person within the Parish, they attended at 3 incidents, poured away 4 units of alcohol, submitted intelligence reports, given 1 verbal warning for a traffic matter, 1 verbal warning for a speeding offence and prosecuted 14 people for speeding on Shay Lane  

Patrols have been made this month by SAFE officers in relation to complaints and anti social behaviour on School Lane and the park area where thankfully reports of ASB have reduced, however this will still remain a priority. 4 units of alcohol were disposed of by SAFE officers. 
Patrols have been made on the allotments, Shay Lane, The Balk, Cherrytree & Brooklands Estates where concern re youths drinking and acting anti socially have been made, these patrols will continue to take place with increased frequency to resolve these problems.  
Officers have also visited retailers within the Parish on reassurance visits these have been well received.

There has again been emphasis placed on traffic issues with the recent collisions within the Parish and as a result there were 14 fixed penalty tickets issued for speeding on Shay Lane alone; and one verbal warning issued for speeding and a minor traffic offence as well.
Patrols are provisionally planned for today, the 4th, 5th,6th,9th,11th 12th,13th,16th,19th, 20th, 26th and 27th of June.
