This report covers the period between the 1st & 30th November 2008, where officers from the Walton S.A.F.E Scheme worked addressing issues which the Parish Council brought to our attention on behalf of its Parishioners.  Over and above the normal calls we receive and deal with there were 15 recorded incidents within the parish which I can report on; this is an increase of 8 in relation to the October report. 
Reports.
· There were no assaults recorded this month.
· There were 2 incidents relating to House Burglaries within the Parish where items of value were stolen, at another house offenders tried to get in but failed and the last report was where a house had an insecure door which enabled someone to steal the car keys from the house porch; which enabled them to take a car parked on the drive of the house.  So please remember to take your car/House keys and put them somewhere safe away from access doors.
· There were two other reports of burglary but this time they were to a business premise; where items were stolen, and an allotment building which was broken into, at the same time another building on the allotment was also damaged.
· There were 6 reports of minor damage or interference with motor vehicles at various locations throughout the Parish with window and panel damage being caused.

· A Taxi driver reported a young man making off from his car one evening on Brooklands Avenue to avoid paying an £8.00 fare.
· Lastly; a report of theft of mail was reported which is still being investigated.

For Your Information.           
In November the patrols have been both foot and vehicular throughout the Parish with attention being paid to Shay Lane and Shops along with the school and park, the allotments, Brooklands Estate, Cherrytree Estate & The Balk.  
As a result of these patrols officers have stopped & checked 3 people on Shay Lane and School Lane with the Park causing concern on a couple of occasions with drink (18 cans of lager taken) and anti social behaviour being a concern, one 15 yr old girl had to be taken home to her parents in Kettlethorpe.
2 people were given fixed penalties for speeding on Shay Lane (this means that 3 points will be added to their licence and a £60 fine) 2 tickets were also given for other offences (£30 fine only) and verbal warnings & education re other minor traffic violations were also issued.
